I - Life Science: Classroom Critters

This workshop explores various live classroom animals through inquiry-based learning. Teachers will learn how
to guide their students learning through the questions that arise both from the students and from teachers
themselves. Teachers will learn how to manage inquiry in the classroom and how to keep a science journal. The
specific content that will be covered includes observing, comparing, categorizing, and caring for a selection of
organisms, the structures of organisms, the needs of organisms and how they are met in their environment, the
life cycle of organisms and how organisms are adapted for survival.

Presenter: Mary Jo Diem has assisted teachers, administrators, parents, and school board members, in the
reforming of science and mathematics programs from kindergarten through high school, in both public and
private schools. In the last twenty years, she has worked with over 4800 teachers in over 50 school districts.

Mary Jo’s work centers on the development of guiding principals from the TIMS study [Third International
Mathematics and Science Study] and through the application of “essentials of cognitive research." She is
presently an adjunct instructor at Northeastern University in the School of Education.

Her goal is to assist educational professionals in realizing that recent scientific research calls for nothing less
than a paradigm shift in the way we think about teaching and learning at all levels in this country.
